Campaign for Jason’s Law – Support for Families Bereaved by 
Suicide
Last September, local resident Mimi tragically lost her husband, Jason, to suicide. In the days 
and weeks that followed, she and her family found themselves facing not only immense 
grief but also the daunting process of navigating an inquest and preparing statements - all 
without any official support or guidance.

“It felt like we were completely alone during the most traumatic experience of our lives,” Mimi 
explains. “There was no aftercare and no one to guide us through what was happening. We were 
left to piece everything together ourselves while trying to cope with our loss.”

This experience has led Mimi and her family to begin campaigning for what they are calling 
Jason’s Law - a proposal to make it mandatory for families bereaved by suicide to be assigned 
a trained Family Liaison Officer (FLO). These officers already play a vital role in supporting 
families affected by other traumatic deaths, such as murder or fatal accidents. Jason’s Law 
seeks to ensure that the same level of care and guidance is offered to those affected by 
suicide.

The aim of the campaign is simple but powerful: no family should be left to deal with the 
aftermath of suicide alone. Having a dedicated Family Liaison Officer would mean that 
families are properly supported, guided through legal processes, and given access to vital 
emotional care during one of the most difficult times imaginable.

Mimi has launched a government petition calling for mandatory FLO support. She hopes 
that with enough signatures, this important change will be considered in Parliament and 
eventually become law so that no other family has to go through what herself and ger family 
did. 

The petition has already gained support locally. Mimi is now reaching out to our readers to 
help spread the word and gather as many signatures as possible.

If you would like to show your support for Jason’s Law, you can sign the petition online. Every 
signature brings Mimi and her family one step closer to ensuring that all families bereaved 
by suicide receive the care, guidance and compassion they deserve.

Welcome to the October edition of Look Local Over the Garden Gate. As we move into the final quarter 
of the year, it’s time to consolidate all we’ve discussed so far: water conservation, coping with wet or 
dry conditions, hosepipe bans, boggy lawns, and how climate change is reshaping the way we garden..
Our award-winning BBC Gold show garden this year demonstrated how thoughtful design and 
plant choices can help us adapt and thrive, even on the most challenging plots. So this month, let’s 
turn our attention to one of the most misunderstood and, let’s face it, maligned soil types: clay. 

Clay Soil – Friend or Foe?
Clay often gets a bad reputation. In winter, it can resemble a swamp; in summer, it bakes solid and 
cracks wide open. It’s heavy, sticky, and hard to dig. Many gardeners simply give up. But clay isn’t 
all bad news. It’s naturally rich in nutrients and, with the right approach, can be transformed into 
one of the most rewarding soils to work with.

Five Practical Tips for Thriving on Clay
1.	 Build Up, Don’t Dig Down: Raised beds or mounds improve drainage and make planting 

easier. Treating clay with lime (flocculation) also helps break down particles and improve 
structure over time.

2.	 Let Plants Do the Hard Work: Clay’s nutrient-holding power makes it ideal for deep-rooted 
perennials, moisture-loving shrubs, and groundcovers. Their roots break up compacted soil, 
add organic matter, and protect against extremes.

3.	 Use Trees for Shade and Soil Structure: Trees draw up excess moisture, improve aeration, 
and provide a cooling canopy. This reduces evaporation and prevents the surface from 
cracking in hot summers.

4.	 Make Winter Walkable: Avoid compaction by creating gravel paths or laying stepping stones 
to key areas like sheds and greenhouses. You’ll save your soil—and your boots—from 
unnecessary damage.

5.	 Feed the Soil with Organic Matter: Autumn is the perfect time to enrich clay with well-rotted 
farmyard manure. Follow this with a layer of wood-based mulch to protect the surface, 
suppress weeds, and boost soil life as it breaks down.

Nature’s Way of Healing Soil
Left alone, nature gradually improves poor soils. Roots loosen compacted ground, organic matter 
builds fertility, and leaf litter forms a protective mulch. By copying these processes, we can 
accelerate clay’s transformation.

Autumn Action Plan
With cooler days and rain on the horizon, autumn is the ideal season to get outside and start 
improving your soil. Whether it’s spreading manure, planting trees, or simply laying a path, each 
step brings you closer to healthier, more productive ground. Clay soils may be challenging, but 
with time and care, they can become your garden’s greatest asset. Step outside, spade in hand—
your plants, and your future self, will thank you.
