Oats, lentils, beans, vegetables, wholegrains, 
nuts and seeds are reliable winter staples.

Use frozen and tinned foods confidently
Frozen fruit and vegetables are often frozen soon after harvest, retaining much of their nutritional 
value. Tinned pulses and fish are also affordable, nutritious and convenient.

Choose winter-friendly fresh produce
Carrots, onions, leeks, cabbage, kale, broccoli, mushrooms, apples, pears and citrus fruits all work 
well in winter meals

A simple winter plate to aim for
 - Half the plate vegetables (fresh, frozen or in soups)
 - One quarter protein
 - One quarter slow-release carbohydrates (potatoes, wholegrains or pulses)
 - A small amount of healthy fat such as olive oil, nuts or seeds

One extra thing to consider
Vitamin D levels are commonly low in the UK during winter due to reduced sunlight. Many people 
benefit from a daily supplement during the colder months.

The takeaway
February makes healthy eating harder not because of lack of willpower, but because the 
environment is working against us. By focusing on protein, fibre and reliable winter staples, you 
can keep your nutrition steady until spring arrives.

Paths, Patience and the Quiet Work of the Garden...
February is the month of muddy boots, slipping and sliding, and biting rains. Not the 
most inspiring time in the garden - even for keen gardeners. Yet it offers a valuable 
pause: a chance to think about practicalities, particularly those access paths that 
make garden life easier all year round.

Paths can be both decorative and purposeful. In my design work, I always aim for 
elements to serve more than one function—so they are aesthetically pleasing, logically 
follow your life flow and are environmentally sensible. When you invest money, time 
and labour into something structural, it should truly earn its place.

This year, my focus is on a woodland nook in the middle of my own garden, forming the 
daily route to the ducks, chickens, the occasional sheep and the vegetable patch. I’m 
planning an access path with a solid sub-base, topped with a decorative dressing that 
I’ll set myself in concrete. I’m also considering building a small wall to insert a reclaimed 
water feature, creating a calm, reflective space within the trees.

It’s a project that will take a couple of years—and that’s part of the joy. Gardening 
encourages us to settle into slow progress and enjoy aspiration as much as achievement. 
While professionals can always be brought in, our home is very much a case of the 
cobbler’s children: we make beautiful gardens for others while our own evolves 
gradually.

At present, I’m collecting materials from Facebook finds, recycling yards and waste 
stone from gardens we install, and found in my own soil! Nothing is truly waste! But 
there’s always labour involved in collecting and storing materials, and so no such thing 
as a free ride.

On the growing front, sweet peas are sown, and tomatoes are underway. If early sowings 
fail—through damping off,  curious cats or hungry mice—don’t be discouraged. There’s 
always time to sow again, which is why I always keep seed back for a second chance.

I hope your garden plans feel as quietly aspirational as mine, and I look forward to 
sharing more thoughts next month.?
