It is March in my garden, and I find myself quietly thrilled by the progress. There’s a certain 
smugness that creeps in at this time of year, as though somehow we’ve outpaced nature, stolen 
a march on the season. Of course, I know how quickly that illusion will dissolve. Before long, 
everything will surge forward: buds bursting, greens unfurling, corners thickening into life, 
and I’ll still have plants waiting patiently in their pots for a home I haven’t yet dug over.

This year, though, I’m embracing a slower rhythm. Alongside my work transforming other 
people’s gardens in a matter of weeks, I’m allowing my own space to evolve more gently. It 
feels important to labour over something I love without urgency.

At the front of the house, I’ve created what I call a microwoodland garden. It’s a departure 
from the formal borders I might usually design. Instead, this space leans into softness: 
seasonal bulbs, a scattering of roses, and a light canopy of trees. Beneath them, shade-loving 
perennials are beginning to settle, forming something that will take time to reveal itself.

There’s a patch of wildflower turf too, softening edges rather than defining them. Along the 
fence, I’ve started planting climbers that will, in time, stitch everything together.

One of the elements I’m most excited about is the path to the front door. It will be a 
hodgepodge of found materials—fragments of stone, perhaps a fossil or two. I like the idea 
that each piece holds a story, quietly welcoming those who arrive.

Instead of a neat steel edge, I’m building a low deadwood hedge to separate the planting 
from the wildflower turf. Made from gathered sticks and fallen branches, it feels imperfect 
and alive.

After the intensity of project work, this slower, more whimsical approach brings me immense 
joy. It’s a reminder that gardens are never finished; they’re simply becoming.

I’ve also found myself returning to garden centres with fresh enthusiasm. They offer a useful 
snapshot of the season and a chance to fill colour gaps. That said, I remain selective. Plants 
grown for display often falter once planted out. So I buy sparingly and try to propagate. It 
doesn’t always work, but when it does, it feels like a triumph.

So this is where I am, in March: between planning and planting, between control and 
surrender. And I like to think that one day, you might find yourself at my door, stepping into 
a garden that feels a little like a storybook, quietly beckoning you in.
