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Following the outbreaks and tragic deaths first in Kent, and then closer to home in Henley 
and Reading, we have seen a huge increase in questions from local families about meningitis 
B (MenB) vaccination. 
Is my child protected against MenB?
Not necessarily. Many teenagers and young adults received the MenACWY vaccine at school, which 
protects against meningococcal groups A, C, W and Y - but importantly it does not protect against 
MenB. This means it is entirely possible for somebody to be fully up to date with school meningitis 
vaccines but never to have received MenB protectio.

My child had MenB vaccines years ago - are they still protected?
This is one of the most difficult questions to answer with certainty. Some children received MenB 
vaccines privately before, or around the time, the NHS MenB rollout began.

Immunity from vaccines can reduce over time, particularly when vaccination occurred in early 
childhood, and unfortunately there is not complete clarity regarding exactly how much protection 
remains 8-10 years later. Because of this, many clinicians feel it is reasonable for families to at 
least reconsider MenB protection during the teenage years, particularly before university or other 
periods of close social mixing.

Is it still worth vaccinating now?
For many families, yes - particularly where:
•	 children were born before the NHS rollout
•	 previous vaccination history is incomplete
•	 teenagers are approaching university or shared accommodation
•	 families want additional reassurance following recent local events

At the same time, meningococcal disease thankfully remains rare overall, even though 
understandably very frightening because of how severe and rapidly progressive it can be. 
Vaccination is therefore ultimately a personal decision balancing individual circumstances, 
previous vaccine history, and appetite for reassurance.

Why are people struggling to find vaccine appointments?
Following recent events, demand for MenB vaccination has risen dramatically nationally, and 
intermittent supply shortages have affected many clinics and pharmacies.

Urgent medical 
assessment remains important if somebody develops rapidly worsening illness, fever, severe 
headache, vomiting, drowsiness, confusion, rash, neck stiffness, or severe limb pain.

June is the month when the garden begins to reward our patience. From the first sweet peas 
and homegrown salads to borders bursting into life, this is a season of colour, growth and 
gentle experimentation. In this month’s feature, we reflect on the joy of finally shaping a 
truly personal garden — one filled with hopeful planting, evolving spaces and the occasional 
wonderfully unruly wildflower meadow. As always, it’s a reminder that gardens are never 
really finished; they simply grow alongside us..
Successes in the garden: I am thrilled with my sweet peas, which are flowering now with beautiful, 
long stems. I have always struggled with sweet peas outdoors, but growing them in the polytunnel 
has been an entirely different experience. I plant them out too early and they simply sulk in the 
cold. So if you struggle too, my advice is patience. In a cold May like this one, wait until June before 
planting out, alongside the pumpkins and courgettes. 

I have had early beetroot and a wonderful lettuce crop, which makes me deeply grateful for the old 
polytunnel I bought on eBay and have lugged from place to place until finally finding somewhere 
permanent for it to stand, and hopefully somewhere permanent for my own bones too. 

This is the first garden that truly feels like mine, a place to shape and nurture into the paradise 
I have spent my career helping other people create. There is something wonderful about finally 
bringing a lifetime of skills and ideas into your own space. The best gardens I have designed are 
the ones where clients are as excited as I am, tending it with joy and allowing it to evolve as life 
changes around them. 

Not everything is entirely under control, of course. My wildflower meadow at the front of the 
house has become something of an exuberant monster. I did not cut it back last August because 
it had only recently been laid after the June show garden at BBC Gardeners’ World Live. Next year, 
I will be more judicious. For now, I am Chelsea Chopping the plants I want less of, encouraging 
the ones I love, and mowing tight edges around it in the hope that it looks intentional rather than 
abandoned. 

I am also bringing in roses. One of the things you miss when you have never had a long-term 
garden of your own is the romance of investment. Roses, wisterias, magnolias, these are acts of 
faith in the future. I have a magnolia that I am still wandering around the garden with, trying to find 
the perfect place for its eventual grandeur. I have also planted a beloved Prunus ‘Kanzan’, whose 
double blossom tends to divide opinion. Personally, I adore it. I cannot wait to see those branches 
dripping with blossom, raining pink petals across the garden. 

All of this comes with the gentle exasperation of my partner, who would simply like a practical route 
up the garden for the sheep and an easy line for the mower. There will, inevitably, be compromise. 
But there will also be whimsy and wonder. And one day, when the garden has settled into itself, I 
hope to share it with you.
