Whether gardening, walking 
the dog, watching children’s sports or enjoying a holiday abroad, increased UV exposure can damage 
the skin and raise the risk of skin cancer.

Fortunately, when detected early, 
most cases can be treated successfully. Becoming familiar with your skin and checking regularly 
for changes is therefore an important health habit.

HOW TO PERFORM A SKIN CHECK
A skin check can be completed at home in a well-lit room using a full-length mirror. Ask a partner, 
friend or family member to help inspect difficult-to-see areas.

•	 Examine the front and back of your body and check both sides with your arms raised.
•	 Look at your underarms, forearms, hands and palms.
•	 Inspect your legs, feet, soles and between your toes.

•	 Use a hand mirror to check your back and buttocks.
Taking photographs of moles or marks can help you compare them over time.

WHAT SHOULD YOU LOOK FOR?
The key message is simple: look for anything new, changing or unusual. Signs that should prompt 
further assessment include:
•	 A new mole or skin growth or a mole that looks noticeably different from the others.
•	 Changes in a mole’s size, shape or colour.
•	 A lesion that becomes raised, irregular or multicoloured.
•	 A spot that repeatedly itches, bleeds, crusts or scabs.
•	 A sore that does not heal within three weeks.
Most changes are harmless, but it is always better to have concerns checked.

PREVENTION IS BETTER THAN CURE
Protecting your skin from excessive UV exposure can help reduce risk. Use a high-factor sunscreen 
and reapply it regularly, particularly after swimming. Wear a hat and UV-protective sunglasses, 
seek shade during the hottest part of the day and take extra care abroad, where UV levels may 
be higher. Children’s skin is especially vulnerable, so good sun protection should begin early. 
Remember that sun damage accumulates over a lifetime.

WHEN SHOULD YOU SEE A DOCTOR?
Arrange a medical review if you notice a new or changing mark that concerns you. At 222

Title Anti-Pollution Revolution Takes Over Thame Schools in 
Oxfordshire First...
Pupils from every school in Thame have joined forces to launch an “Anti-Pollution Revolution” as 
part of a pioneering clean air initiative believed to be the first of its kind in Oxfordshire.

The CLEAN AIR FOR THAME Project has helped children and young people learn about the causes 
of air pollution, its effects on health and the practical steps communities can take to reduce 
exposure. Funded through Section 106 contributions from South Oxfordshire District Council, the 
scheme has been coordinated by Thame Town Council and facilitated by CAG Consultants.

At the heart of the initiative is a pupil-led approach. Students became air-quality investigators, 
using handheld monitoring equipment to measure pollution levels around their schools and 
gather real-world data. The findings showed that pollution was higher on roads near schools 
during drop-off and pick-up times. In response, Lord Williams’s School Eco-Reps have encouraged 
families to consider whether every journey needs to be made by car.

Data collected throughout the winter and spring has been transformed into a new Clean Air Map 
of Thame. The map highlights cleaner walking and cycling routes, cycle lanes, green spaces and 
school locations. It also features artwork and illustrations of local landmarks created by pupils 
from Barley Hill, St Joseph’s and John Hampden primary schools. Students have also worked with a 
professional graphic designer to create campaign banners and leaflets, which will be displayed and 
distributed across Thame’s schools. The Clean Air Map, launched in June, marks the culmination of 
months of science, creativity and community action.

Festival Week Returns to Princes Risborough...
Princes Risborough Festival Week returns from Saturday 4th to Saturday 11th July 2026, 
offering more than 70 events created by the community for the community.
Organised by Princes Risborough Town Council, the week celebrates the town’s heritage, local 
organisations and vibrant culture, combining popular favourites with a range of new activities. The 
full programme is available online, with printed copies also being distributed locally.

The celebrations culminate in the annual Street Festival on Saturday 11th July, when the High 
Street will be transformed with live entertainment, community stalls and family activities.

A much-loved highlight is the return of the pop-up beach in Market Square, complete with traditional 
deckchairs. Visitors can also look out for colourful stilt walkers, giant bubble displays, free festival-
themed face painting, and the return of Smartie Artie with puppetry, magic and comedy.

From 4pm, Bucks Bear will make a special appearance, offering another fun photo opportunity 
for families.

The main stage, positioned outside the historic Market House, will host performances from local 
schools and performing arts students, alongside live music from The Cherry Valentines, Kiera 
Gabrielle and Obviously Aliens. The popular steel band will also return, bringing its upbeat summer 
sound to the High Street.

The 2026 festival is supported by a range of local businesses and community partners, with BWK 
Solicitors serving as headline sponsor.

Finding Eden: The Healing Power of a Garden...
There is no doubt that if you have a beautiful garden, you have a resource to fall 
back on in times of need.

Researchers there 
are monitoring how exposure to nature influences recovery, a concept many gardeners 
instinctively know: nature heals.

Creating gardens for others is one of the greatest privileges of my work. I love helping 
people bridge the gap between aspiration and reality, working within budgets, managing 
expectations, and delivering a bespoke service that reflects both practical needs and 
personal dreams. Yet I have to admit that life can feel overwhelming for me too.

When that happens, I come outside and sit quietly in my garden. Sometimes it is with a 
cup of tea in hand.

The garden reminds me of something important: I am part of nature. I am not separate 
from it.

More than anything, I am grateful for my garden. Gardens are never finished. They 
evolve slowly, season by season, year by year. Plants mature, ideas change, and new 
memories take root. In many ways, they mirror our own lives. Their beauty lies not in 
perfection, but in their continuous growth.

The slow evolution of a garden creates a nurturing space that can be loved for a lifetime. 
It offers sanctuary, perspective, and hope. Through life’s celebrations and challenges, 
it remains a constant reminder that growth is possible, healing is real, and sometimes 
paradise is not a distant dream but a place we cultivate ourselves.
